Friday:  Anne Vick - Solunars

Saturday:  Marta Morris - Saturn in Leo

On Friday night, Anne Vick will explain the use and
interpretation of solunars, a technique that was once
widely used but which has been overshadowed by
trendier forecasting techniques such as progressions,
solar arcs, eclipses, and solar returns.

The solunar, or personal new moon chart, is drawn
up for each month at the moment when the transiting
moon conjuncts the degree of the natal Sun. It
allows you to track the transiting Moon and gives
you an idea of what to expect for the month. It is
easy, quick and effective!

How to Calculate Solunars using Solar Fire

Select the natal chart. Then go to the Returns box.
Under Chart Type to Generate, choose Advanced
and Ingress. Click on Options to get to the next
page.

In the list of planets on the left, click the Sun. The
exact position of the Sun will appear in gray under
“Position or Ingress.” Click the circle next to “Posi-
tion or Ingress” so that the Sun position becomes

black. Then in the list on the left click on the Moon.
On the right you will see a box where you can enter
the number of solunars you want.

In the harmonic box, use 1 for a conjunction, 2 for
an opposition, and 4 to find the point at which a
square occurs. A solunar is a conjunction, so you
would use 1.

Getting to Know Anne Vick

Anne has studied astrology since
1975.  She earned her astrological
certificate from The American
School of Astrology in West Or-
ange, New Jersey in 1977. She
lectures, teaches and sees clients on
a professional level. Anne continues
to be a dedicated student of Astrol-

ogy and Metaphysics. She is a long-time member of
the ASA and has served on the board. She and her
husband, Ted, now reside in Mesa, where they
enjoy playing golf.
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Marta’s Saturday workshop will be similar to the
one she did two and a half years ago when Saturn
entered Cancer. This time, Saturn is in Leo with the
added complication of the ongoing opposition from
Chiron. She will compare historically the past two
times Saturn was in Leo to extrapolate possibilities
for the upcoming period. Of course, the outer
planets are in different signs now, and their impact
will be different.

Marta will explore the US chart for possibilities, and
will discuss briefly those people born in the previous
two periods who are having their Saturn Returns.
She will also discuss the signs that benefit and those
that are challenged, sign by sign.

In the second half of the workshop, Marta will focus
on the progressed chart with an emphasis on the
period of change when these charts go into or out of
interceptions, using a few examples. If you would
like a chance to have your chart discussed, bring
your natal and current progressed charts on trans-
parencies.

Getting to Know Marta Morris

Marta has studied astrology since
1979, and has been a member of
ASA since 1985. She served on
the ASA board for 4 years, from 1995-1999, in the
capacities of Membership Chairman, Secretary, and
Education Director. She currently assists as Scribe.
She is a published author in addition to having self-
published her own booklet on Saturn.

She has lectured at the ASA and at Astrological
Insights and has taken part in astrological panels at
various locations in the Phoenix/ Scottsdale area.
Most recently, she participated in a panel at ASA,
where she presented her interpretations of Saturn in
Cancer.

Marta currently resides in Sedona, where she
teaches an ongoing class and maintains an
astrological consulting practice.

Friday Workshop - Predictive Astrology

You can’t predict unless you know how to read the
natal chart.  Kris is an event-oriented astrologer
because everyone wants to know about 3 things:
love, money, and health.  Basically, she uses a
formula to predict events.

1. - Natal: what’s predicted
2. - Progressions
3. - Eclipses
4. - Transits
5. - New and full moons
6. - Inner planet transits.

 (1).  Start with the big picture: the chart.   If it’s not
predicted there, it won’t happen.  Kris illustrated her
points using the chart of her friend, Jack. (Feb. 22,
1955; 11:50 pm, Oak Park, IL).

Jack has a cardinal grand cross in his natal chart, so
you know there will be many changes in his life.
He’s gone from being a millionaire to bankruptcy
and back.   Jack’s Venus - Uranus opposition can
lead you to expect multiple marriages. Jack has had
two. The first occurred after he had lived with
woman for 10 years, then suddenly proposed.  At
the time, Saturn was squaring his Venus.  He de-
cided he should be responsible and marry her.

 (2) When you have a marriage, the Ascendant and
Descendant, natal or progressed, are always in-
volved. She uses Naibod to progress angles. At the
time of the wedding, progressed Mars was
approaching a conjunction with his 7th cusp within
less than one degree.

 (3) Shortly before the marriage, a lunar eclipse had
occurred at 19º Cancer, opposite his Venus.  There
was the first clue that something was going on with
his love life or his money.  Eclipses are huge tip-offs
as to what will be active in your life for the next 6
months or so.

(4) Then look at outer planet transits.  These work
much like progressions because they are so slow.
Transiting Neptune was also triggering part of his t-
square. Transiting Uranus was making a semisquare
to Venus and aspecting his natal Sun.  Kris uses
major aspects and semisquares and sesquisquares.
They’re very active with predictive charts.

Sextiles and trines are good background aspects but
they don’t produce any action unless you have a
good configuration in the natal chart and it’s set off
by a square or conjunction.  Oppositions usually
don’t work too well; they usually involve other
people.  Be wary when you see an opposition.  It
takes a conjunction or a square to create action.

(5) Look at new and full moons each month.

(6). Look for inner planet transits - Mars is a good
trigger but often it’s a little early. Look for Mars
aspects.  Then look for Venus, Mercury, Sun.  The
Moon is the final trigger.  When it is in a place where
it will square or conjoin one of the planets - that’s
the day an event will happen.  The transiting Asc.
and MC are ultra-final triggers.

Another sure thing in prediction: when Rx Venus or
Mercury goes direct by progression and returns to
its natal place.  You see this when people who have
always wanted to do something but have never had
the opportunity, finally get to.

Send a resume when Mercury approaches its
retrograde point.  You will get a response when it
comes back to that degree.

Saturday Workshop - Astrometerology

This material is taken from the handout Kris pro-
vided the workshop participants.

Planets
Sun - governs the constitution of the atmosphere,
the overall conditions.
Moon - used mostly for timing weather events.
Mercury - wind direction and velocity, weather
fronts, modified by planets that aspect it.

Venus - precipitation, clouds, warmer temperatures,
humidity.
Mars - rising temperatures, helps create storms,
contributes to humidity.
Jupiter - pleasant weather, high pressure, amplifies
the effects of other planets.
Saturn - low pressure, cold, cloudy, overcast,
precipitation.
Uranus - high pressure, cold waves, temperatures
and precipitation below normal.
Neptune - precipitation, floods, low pressure,
warmer temperatures, humidity, fog, thaws.
Pluto - increases intensity, heat, wind, drought.

Signs
Aries - heat, dry, wind
Taurus - moderate temperatures, precipitation
Gemini - cool temperatures, wind, dry
Cancer - cold, steady precipitation
Leo - heat, dry, lightning
Virgo - cold, dry, windy
Libra - cool, windy, fair
Scorpio - extreme temperatures, abundant
precipitation
Sagittarius - warm, fair, moderate wind
Capricorn - cold, wet, damp
Aquarius - cold, dry, high pressure, lightning
Pisces - wet, cool, low pressure

Aspects
Positive - sextile, trine, semisextile, inconjunct
Negative - opposition, square, semisquare,
sesquisquare
Neutral - conjunction, parallel, contraparallel
The strongest aspects are conjunction, opposition,
square and trine.
Orbs - 4º natal, 1º transits

Weather charts
Ingress - occurs four times each years when the Sun
reaches zero degrees of each cardinal signs; gives
the general weather conditions for the season.
Lunar phase - occurs approximately four times
each month when the Moon phases are exact (new,
full, two quarters); gives the general weather condi-
tions for the next week, until the next phase.
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Angles
Planets aspecting angles indicate weather. The
angles are ranked in order of strength as follows:
IC  (fourth)
MC (tenth)
ASC (first)
DSC  (seventh)

MC/IC - longitude
ASC/DSC - latitude

Houses and Directions
4th - north
10th - south
1st - east
7th - west
2nd and 3rd - northeast
5th and 6th - northwest
11th and 12th - southeast
8th and 9th - southwest

Weather Prediction
The same principles used in general (people-
centered) predictive astrology are used in
astrometerology.  The planets and signs signify
weather conditions, and the houses indicate the
direction or location of the weather.  As in predictive
astrology, the Moon is often the final trigger, so
watch for it to conjoin, square, or oppose a plan-
etary configuration, such as Venus conjunct Saturn.

Weekly/daily weather an be forecast with much
accuracy by using only the lunar phase chart.  Watch
especially for planets that are conjunct, square or
opposition the IC. When planets are square the IC
from a conjunction to the ASC or DSC, the weather
will be especially potent because it contacts both the
longitude and latitude of that location.

Keep in mind the overall conditions represented by
that season’s ingress chart.  If conditions will be
generally dry, then it will take stronger aspects in a
lunar phase chart to produce rain.  If conditions will
be generally wet, even the transiting Moon crossing
the IC in a lunar phase chart can signal moisture.

To some extent, transiting planets aspecting the
angles of the ingress chart can indicate weather. For
example, if a transiting Mars-Uranus conjunction
were to conjoin the IC of an ingress chart some time
in the three-month period, that location would
probably see significant weather.

To forecast more powerful events, such as torna-
does, hurricanes and blizzards, it’s helpful to use
synastry techniques with the ingress chart and the
appropriate lunar phase chart.  This often reveals the
magnitude of a potentially major storm indicated in
the lunar phase chart.

Kris applied these techniques to Phoenix’s weather.
The week before the workshop, temperatures had
reached 118º and everyone was anxious to know if
this trend would continue. Kris’s conclusion was that
would be hotter than normal and the monsoon rains
would be lower than normal.  This winter, however,
will be rainy.  October 17 is the date we can turn off
our air conditioners.

Laura Bush Expresses her Inner
Goddess

First Lady Laura Bush is stepping onto the world
stage to speak up for women’s rights and freedom
of religion. Over the weekend she spoke at the
World Economic Forum conference in the Middle
East, and told some of the region’s most powerful
leaders that women should be included in the
educational system, the process of economic and
political development, and be guaranteed the right to
vote.

Laura Bush’s horoscope (November 4, 1946; 6:00
pm; Midland, TX) reveals her own challenge to
escape from the domination of a patriarchal system,
since her Scorpio Sun squares a Saturn-Pluto
conjunction. Saturn represents traditional authority,
and Pluto’s conjunction adds an overwhelming urge
toward power and control. The conjunction is found
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in her fourth house of home, where it created an
enforced pattern of proper behavior.

Opposite her Saturn-Pluto is the feminine archetype
Ceres, located in her tenth house of career and
professional standing. Her Ceres is in Aquarius,
where it nurtures self and others through a sense of
equality, freedom, and tolerance of others. This is
her public role, but expressing it has meant over-
coming the psychological standards imprinted from
her own family and national history.

Mars, the planet of self-assertion, is now hyper-
active in her progressed horoscope (P2 MC trine
Mars, P2 Mars sextile Sun). Also at the moment,
her progressed Sun is conjunct the asteroid Pallas
Athena in the ninth house. Pallas is known as the
Goddess of Wisdom, and Laura Bush is now
personifying this archetype through the medium of
ninth house affairs, which include education, justice,
religion and foreign travel.
